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This form outlines the responsibilities and commitments of a DECA Ontario Chapter Advisor.  All advisors and their respective school’s Principal must thoroughly read and accept the following:

I. The role of a DECA Chapter Advisor is critical to the success and growth of the organization.  The students in your chapter will look to you for guidance and advice.  It is up to you, as an Advisor, to set a high standard for your members.  Although some Advisors may choose to create large chapters, Advisors must understand that only members who have made a serious commitment to DECA should be allowed to attend DECA Ontario events.  DECA Ontario and its network of chapter Advisors work hard to recruit volunteers from the business community to assist in making its events meaningful to its members.  These volunteers are taking time out of their day to judge our events and it reflects badly on the entire DECA organization when a student is at a competitive event only for a good time or for their resume.  Students who exhibit this attitude, impact DECA’s ability to recruit judges and obtain future sponsorship.  It is ultimately the Advisor’s responsibility to ensure that such a student does not attend a competitive event.
II. A great deal of time and effort goes into making the DECA Ontario Provincial competition run smoothly.  Due to the size of our membership, we must rely on active participation from our chapter Advisors during the event.  In order for a chapter to send members to the Provincial competition, they must provide Advisor(s).  Attending Advisors will be assigned specific duties throughout the competition.  In order to ensure that each Advisor fully understands their assigned responsibilities, a training session and a SWAG pick up (lanyards, pad folios, student time cards) will be provided:

It is mandatory for ONE Advisor from each Chapter to pick up the competition materials.
III.
All outstanding balances can be collected from the ICDC subsidy or added to your chapter registration. Please ensure you get firm confirmation from your students and administration. 

In summary, Advisors are expected to:

a) monitor the commitment of students throughout the year,
b) pick up the required competition materials from the host site at the end of January,

c) complete their supervision as assigned,

d) conduct themselves in a professional manner to maintain the integrity of the competition.

The Board has the right to impose consequences, including but not limited to, the following if an Advisor does not fulfill the above expectations:

· Delegates from the offending chapter will not be eligible to advance to ICDC that year.

· LDA participation for the offending chapter will be revoked for that year.

· Offending chapter may face a one year suspension from participation in all DECA events

· A letter to the Advisor, copied to the school Principal, will follow from DECA Ontario
· If a chapter is in arrears, the outstanding balance will be collected and removed from ICDC subsidy

I have read the preceding document and understand that by acting as an Advisor to my school’s chapter, I am making a commitment to my school and the DECA organization.  I am willing to fulfill the responsibilities as outlined in this document and understand the consequences of not doing so.
