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Curfew Duty Roster

DECA sets the curfew for the entire delegation and it is our responsibility to ensure that the Ontario delegation adheres to it.  All 92 advisors are expected to do their curfew checks for their own students as well as a formal curfew at 11:30 pm. 

1. Please knock on the students’ door at ~11:35 pm.  Wait outside the room until all the students are dressed and decent.  If they are in the washroom have them come out of the washroom.

2. Ask students to identify themselves.  Do not simply read out names.

3. In the event that a student is not in his/her room at curfew check and cannot be located, please immediately notify Olga Plagianakos (room                    ) or Scott Kilby (room                    ) and the missing student’s advisor.

4. The curfew leader is the advisor with the two asterisks (**) beside their name.  Everyone should meet in the lobby at about 11:15 pm to decide which advisors will check which rooms.  (Suggestion:  work in pairs M/F).  Please stay out in the halls to make sure it remains quiet and that we don’t have any problems.

5. Under no circumstances are boys and girls to be in mixed company in any of the bedrooms.  NO EXCEPTIONS.
6. KEEP lists!  Only report problems at the end of the curfew check to the curfew leader… and that includes EVERYTHING and ANYTHING… i.e. talked back, refused to come out of the washroom, was not in their assigned room, any sign of disrespect!  A ‘little Black Book’ has been created to keep track of each and every student on the trip.

Please notify Olga Plagianakos of any curfew violations.  Under NO CIRCUMSTANCES are students to be out of their rooms after curfew.  NO EXCEPTIONS! ….. and that means even if they are with their advisor!!!
