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What do I have to do to get started in DECA?

1. Join your DECA club. 
2. Decide when the DECA activities are generally done in class, at lunch or after school. 
3. Decide whether or not to run for the DECA chapter executive.  It will consist of a President, Vice President, Secretary, Publicity, Treasurer, and Fund Raiser.  You can also create your own positions.  It’s up to the Advisor whether to hold an election or to appoint based on an application.

Pay your membership fees, to the Chapter Executive or your Chapter Advisor.  The cost is $35 which includes your membership fee and the regional fee for November’s competition.

6. Begin to fundraise with your chapter 
7. Begin to plan and implement your Programme of Work and all the activities and events you are planning to run at your school 

8. Attend the Fall Conference at the end of September.  There will be opportunities to compete attend seminars, meet other marketing students and become some enthusiastic about DECA. 

9. Compete at the October/November Regionals for your school board. 

10. Compete at the February Provincial Competition in Toronto. 

11. You will be preparing for these competitions at your DECA meetings or on your own.  Be resourceful and be proactive!!! 

12. Attend the International Career Development Conference in held each April in the United States.
